When a pupil is referred, the class teacher will
mark this on the computer in the classroom and
a message will be sent to reception.

Three referrals in a half term lead to automatic
placement in our Exclusion Unit and parents
called in.

Any pupil who disrupts the lesson they are
referred into or who is uncooperative will be
immediately taken to our Exclusion Unit and
parents will be called into school.

Pupils who are regularly referred will move up through
our ‘Conduct Levels’ as shown below.
